1. Meeting called to order by Becky, Tom seconds
2. Attending homeowners: none
3. January Minutes approval: Tom motions to approve minutes as they stand, Herb seconds, all in favor, none opposed; January minutes approved

4. Confirmation of Landscaping vote results: Brickman has won vote, we have contract to sign

5. Identification of Common Areas: Aerial view will be given by Brickman and the board was to walk around to see common areas;  this will be done once we get the aerial

6. Budget update: no questions; allocation of the projected surplus is a holdover until next time, put into other landscaping for now until common areas are identified
7. Property tax update: Becky still called PVA about the CRC deeds; PVA is still investigating; Becky will call once a week to check on this

8. Entryway update: Rick hasn’t heard anything from the Committee, he already let them know that he is our rep; he’ll send another email to remind them

9. Garbage Collection discussion CSI will do an automated service, provide each resident with 96 gallon toter and pick up once a week on Wed., $13.75 per month per homeowner, locked in for 3 years, no fuel surcharge unless price of fuel goes above $3.00 per gallon as per DOE chart or less; they’ll include recycling services with 96 gallon toter with yellow lid, every other week (need to find out what day recycling would be picked up); JF will find out how much an extra garbage toter will cost; there is also large item pickup service will have to call customer service for a minimum fee—JF to call to confirm; If percentage of homeowner’s goes down, the price goes up.
a. Red Rumpke recycling bins are small and things blow out
b. Rick suggests sending this out in newsletter and see how homeowner’s feel
c. Having one company minimizes noise and time the multiple trucks come; board could institute it; suggestion to raise HOA fee and master bill trash if it was included in fees; JF will see what their change will be, but this probably won’t happen now with the economic times.
d. Becky will send out newsletter with details about garbage
10. Resolutions/Declarations Discussion
a. Community Guidelines: make sure references to the declarations match
b. Declarations: Control by the Developer; Pg. 4, par. 3.6: do dates have to be maintained? Are we at risk because of the date listed; general discussion is that, no, we are not at risk; it only talks about the budget in 2006. No proposals are made to make any changes.
c. Pgs. 5-6 Par. 4.6.7:  Dates mentioned November 1, 2003 to May 31, 2004; since these dates have passed and anyone can rent the clubhouse, there is no risk or relevancy 
d. Pg. 9, par. 6.9: Centerline is paying continually, so this is not an issue
e. Pg. 9, Par. 9.1.3: Builders are supposed to give 3 sets of plans to ARB; Tom said 3 sets are not needed; county checks the setbacks on plot plan, etc.
