Dear Fellow Homeowners:
The summer is almost over; the kids are about to go back to school and it is time for the annual Steeplechase Home Owners Association meeting. Please mark your calendars and make plans to attend the meeting at the clubhouse on Tuesday, September 14th at 7:00.   
In preparation for the meeting and as out-going president, I would like to briefly review the accomplishments and concerns of the current board. A new security fence has been installed around the clubhouse and pool. No longer do we have improperly locking gates and repeated repairs made to the fence as a whole. The newly installed key-fob access system and security cameras has curbed vandalism and aided in the collection of delinquent dues and fines. The trees that died during the drought a few years ago have been replaced and are doing well. Please try to maintain our investment and water a nearby tree in times of need. Also, the ill- fitting front clubhouse doors have been replaced. The fence, stop signs and street marker posts have been given a fresh coat of paint. A drain has also been installed in the walking path outside of the clubhouse. This will hopefully prevent flooding and allow the path to be used after a heavy rainfall.
In an attempt to maintain home values and pride in our community, the board passed a resolution to establish a fine structure. The fine structure was previously sent as a hard copy to all home owners. When addressing past violations and concerns brought to our attention, our only recourse as a community was to sue homeowners and/or place liens on properties. The fine structure will hopefully aid in the reduction of violations and the increase of community pride and responsibility. 
A concern for all has been the garbage collection process. The board attempted to urge everyone to use a common collection agency to reduce fees and encourage recycling. Even though it didn’t pass, it wasn’t the board’s intention to rule everyone’s life. We truly had the best interest of Steeplechase at heart. With that said, we still saw some good come out of it with more carrier choices, reduced rates and more recycling opportunities. 

As regional foreclosures continue to be a problem and home sales remain stagnant, the board has worked diligently to maintain property values for all. The future board will continue to review and update the language contained within the Declarations and By-Laws in order to better reflect current community concerns and to aid in the resolution of violations and collection of delinquent dues. 
The lakes remain a concern for the board.  The control of unsightly overgrowth both in and around the lake, geese waste and trespassing is being addressed. In cooperation with the Boone County Blight Ordinance, builders have begun to respond in a timely manner to our request to bush-hog their lots.  Please do your part by picking up trash and not dumping yard waste or other materials on these lots. Simple steps such as maintaining your mailbox, mowing your lawn, and being a responsible pet owner will also continue to insure that Steeplechase remains a desirable place to live or raise a family.

In closing, it has been my pleasure serving the community, not only as the current president, but as a recumbent board member. I encourage all families to continue to take pride in their homes and their neighborhood. Interested homeowners are encouraged to run for a board position, volunteer for a committee, or to simply attend a monthly meeting to discuss concerns or issues.
