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1. Homeowners came in the beginning of meeting to exchange keys for keyfobs

2. Call to Order by  Paul, seconded by Melanie
3. Review of Feb. Minutes: Todd motions to accept; Lynette seconds, all in favor, none opposed

4. Homeowner Concerns: 3 homeowners attended

a. Cheryl Schwartz; started home in Dec., called Diversified in June, please send info, gave work address, resent information; gave information and she got in August; in February, wanted proper mailbox and was told what to do; told her about late fees and attorney fees; talked about lien and mail was sent to Turfrider; she wants to confront board about not paying late fee; she is asking to take off the late fees and attorney fees; this will be discussed in executive session
b. Other homeowner: RE: Trash letter; thought that the bylaws were amended about trash already, but he is mistaken because it’s a resolution asking if the community supports the change to CSI; explained that it IS NOT recorded; it will only be amended if 80% are approved; homeowner bill for Rumpke is different $15.39 with recycling; he suggested that everyone who uses the clubhouse take their own trash; told him that it will cut down on recycling blowing around, cut down on the number of truck and the clubhouse will be free;
c. Current meeting minutes will be added to website; put on letter and vote for trash
d. Debbie Schultz complained about kids in yard, house toilet papered, others have followed in her truck, etc., neighbors stole electricity and water while they were building house; she’s lived there 3 ½ years; she calls when grass is high; she wants to put in fence; on one side of her house, R&M fencing knew the rules, she submitted proposal and ARB said that she couldn’t put the fence in as she wanted; she submitted a list of houses with fences on the side; 381 Foxhunt fence is done the way she wanted to, this will be talked to at executive session; Herb from ARB will call Ms. Schultz with resolution
5. Committee Updates:

a. TLC Landscaping: they don’t live here, but have renter; they got two keys, but think maybe one needs to be turned off; asked Board; does owning a lot mean that you get a key? Dec Article 3 under membership section 3.2 says owner of lot shall become a member; 321 Wexford is rented out; 
b. Decision on two keyfobs or refund; keep one keyfob and refund for second, $25 minus cost of getting key; motion to issue refund, Lynette motions, all in favor, none opposed; DPMI needs to ascertain how much they paid for the key and how much the key cost
6. Welcoming committee:

a. Add move in/move out report to the monthly reports so Melanie knows; send Melanie a move in report for the last 6 months

b. Since it is spring, they will be bringing welcome baskets

c. In April, will do lake cleanup

d. Note: back lake is possibly filled with silt; JF will check out if it’s situation where Darren Eyre had gotten the company across the interstate to dredge lake, taking silt back out (it was runoff from construction across interstate); DPMI will check with Darren Eyre; it might not be this area, it could be a different area, DPMI and Herb will look why there is no water there, but it was decided it’s not the same area
e. Community relations committee dropped off some food at the memorial for the little girl that died in the apartment complex

f. Newsletter: Becky Hedges is offering to help Lynette do the newsletter; put fine structure with the newsletter

g. Find out when CSI bills, monthly or quarterly

h. Check with Whitney about what keys she is supposed to give out; she is only supposed to give keys to front door; check this past Friday why the party wasn’t left neat for the Friday party from the party before; door was left open between the workout room and hallway; make sure she cleans up better
7. Spring Clean up—Water and trash bags needed; Becky has the trash bags, gloves and water; Melanie will get more if needed; Lake cleanup will be in end of April and have separate flyer
8. Newsletter should have pool opening in it; have it out by first of May for newsletter;  cleanup; Melanie will get dates together for year’s events
9. Paul wants to open pool the week before Memorial Day; and pool party a week after it’s open; or possibly a luau
