1. Keyfob exchange was from 6:00- 6:30PM

2. Paul called meeting to order, Rick C. seconded

3. Key exchange: about 30-40 homeowners left to do

4. No Homeowners came, no concerns

5. Bush-hogging complaints: DPMI sent out an email to builders to check out the builders’ work; telephone number on the lot does not mention Centerline; Chase Reese Carlisle is still paying the HOA; address to CTL that the entire lots are not cut—they didn’t cut in the back or weed eat.
a. Larry thinks that the builders need to cut more often; wants to know what our next step is if CTL doesn’t respond; can do it and try to collect from CTL; you can bring county in, it’s a slow process but costs HOA nothing; or you can inform builder that we appreciate that you bush-hogged and please go out and finish the job

b. Had asked county about looking at all lots that are high (this worked on the lots in Sheffield, they talked to owner about getting rid of trucks, etc.);  Larry suggested to tell Homeowner’s to call the county, also, perhaps emailing homeowners about this
c. Note, that the past board had passed a resolution to do twice a year; this board can pass another resolution—he said he can help review past minutes

6. KLC was approved by a vote of 5 to do work as proposed in parking lot; see if he can replace the junction box on concrete pier in grass by fence; 
7. Minutes from May 2010: Herb motions to approve,  Rick had some questions on the minutes; there were emails that the tree removal is not HOA property, so bids were not obtained; Get Whitney’s frequently asked questions to put online;  Bush-hogging on common areas has been scheduled; Motion to second by Rick C. all in favor, none opposed

8. Other problem, Gary Rose’s property question; Board wants to take a field trip to look again—not sure if they went to the correct place; needs to be confirmed that it is probably homeowner concern; pg. 10 of 35 of drawings show that the easement is his property; tell him this information
9. Board wants to get bids for cleaning up cattails and lake area

10. Resolutions:

a. From Oct 11, 2006 “New Resolution: All vacant lots will be cleared entirely at a minimum of two times per year; debris such as excess concrete and tree stumps need to be removed immediately; unsightly debris (i.e. , construction debris, stumps, crushed stone, concrete washout, etc.) shall be cleared; Motion by Amy, Todd seconded, All in favor.”

b. Send a years worth of meeting minutes to Herb and Larry so they can itemize

c. Contact county again about lots, and send minutes so Herb and Larry can review

11. Environmental: 

a. Travis from Brickman wants Todd to get to get back to him before the fall cleanup; 

b. Rubber mulch was put in by play area

c. Homeowners are dumping grass clippings on empty lots

12. Treasurer:

a. We have cash and have agreed to take out of the reserves as needed; we have cash flowed everything and let monies earned interest for as long as we can; trees, fence, camera and security system—should transfer out of reserve

b. Note: evergreen looks to be too close to fence in parking lot; eliminate this one and possibly move to where the dead one is
c. The delinquencies are about $7500, which is less than they have been in a long time
13. ARB: 

a. 330 Wexford: Herb had sent out two letters before fine structure; start the warning letter

b. Dump truck on lot Trumpeter next to Foxhunt with the Bobcat, across from Melanie
14. Old and New Business

a. Yard Sale: this past June 5; homeowners didn’t participate as much as in the past; sign was put up Thursday before, a little too late, next year put it up earlier
b. Pool Restrictions: table until Melanie is here
c. Pool Furniture: No new furniture scheduled at this time

d. Petition for Mowing lots: Larry doesn’t think we need to do petition since we have the responsibility to do this anyway; wants to find out what was done through resolutions in the past; let county force them into maintaining lots
e. John Henry on Manchester is running corrugated from downspouts into street; Herb questions whether Boone County lets them; it was noted that if they got C of O from county, it was OK’d.  Todd said that they only do this until the grass is grown

f. Brickman mowing by the lake: new homeowners aren’t cutting where the previous homeowner cut, but it is something that Brickman should cut, as per Paul; trimming along lake on Wexford side isn’t being done properly; not happy with Brickman’s service, they come at 4:30 and leave at 6:00, during people’s “quiet time”; Jeff will give Travis Larry’s number so he can show where to cut
g. Dec’s and Bylaws Meeting: June 14 for Board to meet at 6 PM;
h. Need to see about how much it costs to clean lower grate; it was $450 to clean off overflow in July 2008;  ask Larry Kaye to see if he wants to do this; Proposal: Rick Crowder called and asked Larry Kay to clean lower grate for $250; Motion to clean lower grate for $250 by Rick C., Paul Second, all in favor, none opposed
i. Question about non-residents fishing around lake, Board members can talk to kids and ask where do they live, but they will come back; ultimately, can call police and have them ask these people to leave, and this word will spread; wonder if there is a way to have only homeowners fish; suggestion to have lanyards to go around neck, make an HOA fishing tag?

j. Suggestion by Todd to have rocks picked up and have it mowed in our common areas; just mowing as is, and not bring up to turf; Get price to clear debris and pick up rocks, then mow and add to common area.
